How your bins will be emptied
•	 One of your wheeled bins will be emptied every week.  
•	 Your BLACK bin will be collected one week and the BLUE
	 bin the following week. 
•	 Please refer to the calendar insert showing you when each bin
    will be collected.
•	 Please look in the local press and on our website for any
	 changes to collection dates e.g. over Christmas or Bank Holidays.

Dear Resident,

Did you Know?

You can recycle 
up to 60% of 
your household 
waste.

• Food waste
• Disposable nappies
• Plastic and polystyrene packaging – food trays, yoghurt pots,
  margarine tubs, plastic film
• Food and drink cartons – such as orange juice cartons
• Glass bottles (if you are unable to take them to local glass banks for recycling)

Your BLACK wheeled bin
for domestic waste should be used for:

BLACK bin – Don’ts

•	 Do not leave any waste outside your bin 	
	 – it will not be collected  
•	 Do not put car parts, scrap metal, 		
	 paint cans, engine oil, asbestos or other 	
	 hazardous chemicals in your bin.
	 These can be taken to the KCC Waste 	
	 and Recycling sites.

Recycling

Your BLUE lidded bin for recycling
should be used to recycle:

•	 Paper – newspapers, magazines, junk mail, 			 
	 envelopes, phone books, Yellow Pages, printer paper
•	 Cardboard – packaging boxes, ready meal sleeves, 		
	 greeting cards
•	 Tins and cans – food and drink cans, aluminium foil
•	 Plastic bottles – milk bottles, drink	bottles,
	 cleaning fluid bottles, shampoo bottles

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BLUE bin – Do’s

•	 Rinse clean plastic bottles, tins, cans and 		
	 aluminium foil trays
•	 Remove lids from plastic bottles (put the lids in 	
	 your black bin).
•	 Flatten cardboard boxes, squash tins, cans
	 and plastic bottles – you will get twice as much     
    in your bin.
•	 Put all your recyclables into your bin LOOSE – 	
	 do not use plastic bags or bin liners.
•	 On your day of collection place your bin at
	 the very front of your property close to your 	
	 nearest highway.
•	 Put your bin out for collection by 6am.

•	 Always put your rubbish into bags and then into 	
	 your wheeled bin – this will help keep it clean.
•	 Double wrap any potentially smelly waste such 	
	 as left over cooked food and nappies
•	 Always keep the lid closed – this will prevent 	
	 seagulls and other vermin attacking your 		
	 rubbish and help keep our streets clean.
•	 On your day of collection place your bin at the very 	
	 front of your property close to your nearest highway.
•	 Put your bin out for collection by 6am
•	 Occasionally rinse your bin with a mild detergent 	
	 – this will help keep the bin clean.  You can 	
	 buy bin size liners from local shops and 		
	 supermarkets to help keep your bin clean.

BLUE bin – Don’ts

•	 DO NOT use plastic bags or liners in
	 your	recycling bin.
•	 Do NOT put glass into the bin – please 	
	 take to your local recycling site.
•	 Do NOT put any plastic containers, other 	
	 than bottles, into the bin.
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
