Margate Old Town THI 2003-2008

The recently completed Margate Old Town
THI has helped to transform some of the
previously neglected and run down
buildings into attractive and vibrant
properties.
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Ramsgate Seafront THI

An example of one of the Ramsgate THI
projects currently in progress can be seen at
58-60 Harbour Parade.

Here the applicant was keen to return an
unattractive shop and vacant first floor, into
an elegant restaurant which reflected the
building’s architectural history. Careful
removal of the modern facade has revealed
the remains of some original mosaic tiles.
This not only adds to the overall
attractiveness of the property, but also to
our understanding of local styles used in
the past.

Grant Scheme is jointly funded by the
Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF) and Thanet
District Council (TDC) to encourage the
conservation, regeneration and
enhancement of historic buildings and street
scenes that make up the distinctive character
of Ramsgate’s Seafront Townscape.

To foster craft skills and the recognition of
quality, natural materials.

Located along the sea facing boundary of
Ramsgate’s Conservation Area, eligible
properties have been divided into two main
sections: Priority A and Priority B (as
highlighted on the Ramsgate THI map) to

enable funds to be spread fairly across the
seafront townscape scheme.

To find out if your property falls within the
scheme area, please contact the Project
Technician.
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Full details of the type of works eligible for
support can be found in the application

guidance notes. However, the main areas
include:

Building repair

Reinstatement of historical architectural
details

Infilling of gap sites in key frontages

Bringing vacant floor space within historic
buildings back into use

Public realm work

There is a requirement that appropriate
agents be employed to oversee works with a
value over £15,000. Under the scheme
agents are required to be ARB registered
architects, RICS chartered surveyors or
MICE/MIStructE chartered engineers. Their
professional fees are eligible for grant
assistance.
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Grant rates vary depending upon the works
being carried out and upon which priority
area your property falls within. However, the
maximum grant allowance table gives an
idea of the maximum level we would be able
to fund.

Please note : you must apply before works
have started, as we cannot offer grants
retrospectively.
